STRATTON FALL FESTIVAL 
MUD BOG RULES
-All rules and classes are subject to modification as needed to promote fairness in the competition.  These rule changes will be due to conditions of the mud pit, number of participants, and time issues.  All decisions are final.
-The running gear of each vehicle will be inspected to verify the safety of the steering brakes, welds, tires and body.
-Boundaries of the mud bog will be clearly marked.  Participants who partially leave the course with any portion of their vehicle will be disqualified.  No riding the sides of the pits.  If any tire goes out of the pit, you will be disqualified.

-We reserve the right to rework the mud pit at any time during the event.

-Once forward progress stops, the run is over, the flagman will start and stop the run, all decisions are final and binding.

-The vehicle that makes it through the mud pit in the fastest time will determine winner for each class.  If no vehicles make it through the mud pit, the vehicle with the farthest distance will determine winner.  Distance is measured from the start line to the front tire of the vehicle.
-Drive shaft loops are recommended, if you lose a drive shaft or any other parts in the mud pit, you or a crewman must go in after it.

-You or a crewman will hook the tow cable ion if your vehicle gets stuck.

-All vehicles will be pulled out forward and must have easy way to use hook from cable.

-Drivers will be liable for any damage to their vehicle, or the property of others during the event.

-SEATBELTS ARE REQUIRED

-No refunds for any reason

-All drivers must attend the driver’s meeting before the event begins

-Drivers must conduct themselves in a safe and courteous manner at all times.  In the event that any participant is observed operating his/her vehicle in an unsafe or unsportsmanlike manner, he/she may be disqualified and excluded from competition.

-All entrants must sign a waiver in advance releasing Stratton Recreation Club, event officials, and sponsors from liability.  Any drivers under the age of 18 must have a parent sign the waiver.  If one or both of the parents are not in attendance at the event a signed and notarized release form from the absent parent(s) will be required.  All drivers in full size classes must have valid driver’s license.

-Helmets are highly recommended, but not mandatory this year.
